Welcome Host Gold (WHG) and the Lead,
Motivate & Succeed (LMS) programme.

The WHG programme develops a deep
understanding of customer care principles
for the sector, whilst the LMS programme
helps develop the skills and attributes
required by supervisory professionals for a
variety of tourism, hospitality and events
related organisations.

In addition to enhancing and supporting the modules taught on the Tourism & Events
Management degree, these programmes also help improve the employability profile for the
students. These are well recognised by employers across the region and are now considered
to be the benchmark of standards of customer care and supervisory professional practice
within tourism, hospitality and events organisations across the UK. The two day training
programme was conducted by John Barlow, Sector Consultant for tourism and leisure at the
Lancashire Lifelong Learning Network (LLLN). At the end of the training the students

completed a multiple choice examination in which all of them were successful.
